	Time Required:  65 minutes

 Content Standard:  (7.2.3 Standard 6) Students will understand the relationship between personal qualities, education and training, and the world of work.

Indicators: 

b. Students will explain how work can help to achieve personal success and satisfaction.

e. Students will describe the effect of work on lifestyles.

j.  Students will learn to work cooperatively with others as a team member.

	Goal:  Through a shared learning experience with their parents, the student will identify ways to earn money and  methods to contribute  that money toward  purchases.

	Warm Up Activity Statement:  Parents and students will work together to create and prioritize a list of items a fifth grader would desire.

Main Activity Statement:  Students will play a game of “Chore Jeopardy” to earn “chore money” that will be allocated toward the desired items from the Warm  Up Activity.

Wrap Up Activity Statement: Parents and students will determine allowance amounts  to be given for various chores.

Anticipatory Set/Warm Up Activity:

· As students and parents enter give them Handout #! “My Wish List”

· Ask students to prioritize their top five items  from the list.   If they want something not on the list, they may add it.

· When they have finished, ask each student to share one of their top five items.

· Record their answers on the board 

Timeline:  10 minutes

Main Activity:

· Access Instructor Resource #1 the Powerpoint presentation of “Chore Jeopardy”

· Explain to the parents and students that they are going to play a game of “Chore

· Jeopardy” in which they will earn “chore money” to be spent later.

· Ask one parent to keep a running money balance for each team (3 teams=3 parents)

· Divide the  students into three or four equal groups (grouping may differ according to the number in attendance) 

· Students may buzz in using responders or bells to answer

· Explain to the students that they will take turns by rotating to the front of their line so that each student has a chance to respond.

· If an answer cannot be correctly answered by the student groups, the parents have a chance to make it a “Daily Double” by answering it correctly.  If the parents answer correctly they win double the money into the parent account.

· When the jeopardy board questions have all been answered or at least attempted, total the money earned by each team.  The earnings for the group will be the chore money earned per student (If the team earns $35 in chore money, each member of that team earns $35.)

· The parent of each student will win double what their son/daughter won, plus any “Daily Double” money that the parents won.

· At the conclusion of the game, students and parents will sit down together and complete Handout #2 “I’ll Pay—You’ll Pay”

· Using the chore money earned, they will determine how much they will contribute toward their prioritized items from Handout #1.

· Once Handout #2 is completed, ask the following questions to the group:

· What was the top item on your priority list and how did you break down the sharing of the cost?

· How did you arrive at the amount each would contribute?

· Did you (the student) feel your amount was fair? Why or why not?

· How willing would you be to actually share the cost of items you want?

· What did this activity help you (the parent) realize?   the student?
Timeline:  45 minutes

Wrap Up Activity:

Give parents and students Handout #3 “Hire Me Please” 

Encourage them to work together and agree on 4 or 5 possible chores the student can complete and rates for those chores.

Tell them to take the handout home and use it as a contract to earn money at home.

Timeline: 10 minutes

Take Home Activity:  

Each family will be given blank Handout 1 “My Wish List” and Handout 2  “Hire Me Please” to be updated and completed as their desires and chores change.   

Also, give parents Parent Resource #1 “Helpful Guidelines…” to review concerning paying for chores.
