	1. Counselor will distribute Dream It, Plan It Do It and Map A Course Activity Sheets from Lessons 2 & 3. Tell students about the various supplies they will have available to complete the project.
2. Counselor will distribute the “Your

Dream Career” Presentation Criteria

Activity Sheet and Instructor and Student Checklist/Rubric Activity Sheet to students and explain the sheets thoroughly so students know what is expected of them.
3. Counselor goes from group to group, or to each individual to determine their progress and offer suggestions or

assistance.
4. At the end of the session, the counselor will collect all materials and presentation information, and tell students who are not finished how they can arrange to complete

the project before the next session.
	1. Students listen to directions.

2. Students listen and look over the Activity Sheets, asking questions as needed.
3. Students work alone or in groups, asking for assistance if needed.

4. Students will turn their projects in to the counselor and make arrangements to complete the task if necessary.
