Berenstain Bears

Ask the following questions:

1. At the beginning of the story what did the bear cubs, Brother and Sister, know about money? (Money didn’t grow on trees; they should save it for a rainy day; Papa Bear wasn’t made of money.)

2. What did the cubs like about coins?  (They like to roll them, spin them, and stack them.)

3. How did the cubs learn that they could do a lot more with money than just play with it?  (At the grocery store with Mama Bear, they realized that they could buy things with money.)

4. What else did they learn that they could buy with money? (Ice cream, rides at the mall, balloons)

5. The cubs learned the difference between a dollar and a cent sign.  Do any of you know what those signs look like? 

6. When did the problems start with money around the Berenstain house? (When the children wanted money all of the time to buy baseball cards and toys)

7. Who had an idea of how to solve the problem?  (Mama Bear)

8. What did Mama suggest that they children begin to get? (An allowance)

9. How did the cubs feel about this?  (They loved it!)

10. What did the cubs do with their allowance? (They bought bubble gum, candy, cards.)

11. Did they spend their money wisely?  (NO)

12. Did they spend their money quickly?  (YES)

13. When the allowance idea didn’t work and the cubs couldn’t manage their allowance, what did Mama Bear suggest? (A checkbook)

14. Do you know what a checkbook is?

15. Did Mama explain to them that when they paid for something with one of their checks that money would be taken from their allowance money?  (YES)

16. Do any of you get an allowance?

17. Would you like to make a checkbook that you could use to manage your allowance?

Instructor will say: “In our next activity, we will make a checkbook for you.  Your parents will decide if you should get an allowance.”
