Repetition: 


You hear this product mentioned several times in the ad to help you remember the product when you go shopping.


Example: Store advertising face painting








Emotional: 


You will be happier, smarter or better looking if you 


have this item.


Example: Advertising for toothpaste. “If you use this 


toothpaste, you will have whiter, brighter teeth.”








Celebrity: 


You admire this person and want to have whatever he or she is selling.


Example: “Tiger Woods wears Nike shoes – so should you.”








Bandwagon:


You should eat here or have this product because everyone does.


Example: “McDonald’s Hamburgers – over a billion served! Since everyone is eating at McDonald’s you should, too.”








Transfer:


You connect with a name or picture when you see the advertisement.


Example: When you see an ad for Target, you also see the dog associated with the store.
