	1. Welcome students as they enter. Discuss the Small Group Counseling Guidelines.  

2. Ask students to explain how grades are like keys (demonstrate using your own keys to your home, car, and office) that open doors to opportunities.

3. Give each student a copy of the school grading scale.  Discuss how grades build over time.

4. Closure and Summary:  Discuss how high school grades build over time and are a foundation for future opportunities in school.

5. Group assignment:  Bring planner/assignment book and personal career plan to the next session.
	1. Students introduce themselves and review the guidelines. 

2. Students explain how grades are keys to academic success.

3. Students discuss grades as they relate to 

them personally.

4. Closure and Summary:  Students offer their opinions and ideas.

5. Group assignment:  Prepare for next group by bringing planner/assignment book and personal career plan.
