	Student Involvement

	1. Counselor will review the information discussed in the last lesson. The counselor passes out “The Things I’ve learned I need to do in Kindergarten” Activity Sheet.

Students will draw a picture of two things the teacher expects of them in

Kindergarten.
2. When the activity sheet is completed the students will make a sharing circle in the middle of the room. Students will share their pictures and compare the difference

between their previous learning experience and their Kindergarten experience.

3. The counselor will collect the pictures and discuss them with the classroom teacher.
	1. The students will complete their pictures about Kindergarten.
2. Students will share their pictures and compare the differences in their prior learning experiences and what is expected.
3. Students will turn their pictures in to the teacher and/or counselor.


Discussion:
Is school behavior different from behavior at home, daycare, or preschool? What do students do when they don’t understand what to do at school?
