To provide proactive, preventative, developmentally- appropriate programs as well as interventions to ensure that all students have the optimal environment in which they may succeed both academically and personally in school and beyond.

To provide a system of support for the students, teachers, principals, parents, and communities.

To provide a safe haven for all students.

•
To ensure equity and access to programs that prepare students to work and live in a global community.
