	Activity Statements: Students will discuss the importance of attending school, good academic performance and how this will contribute to a successful future by reading and discussing an online book about Booker T. Washington and how he valued school.

Procedures:
SAY: Today we are going to discuss why it is important for you to be in school, do your best and how good choices today can affect your future.  We will read a story about a famous African American named Booker T. Washington and how much he loved learning and how going to school changed his life. We will then draw a picture of you doing something at school that makes you happy.
GO TO: “Booker Goes to School” (online book) at http://score.rims.k12.ca.us/activity/bookertwashington/youngbooker.html
and read the online book with students.  
Discussion: 
1.  Review what a goal is. (simply something to work towards)

2. What was Booker’s goal? (to learn and to eventually teach others)

3. What did Booker eventually do because of his success in school?  (open a college and teach others)

4. Was it easy for Booker to go to school?  What did he do that you don’t have to do to get to school?  Did anyone make him go to school?  Does anyone make you go to school?  What happens if you don’t go to school?  How did Booker T. Washington feel about school?  What are some feelings you have about school?  Why do you think Booker was happy to be in school?

5. Booker T. Washington believed that education would help people live happier lives. Describe how one thing you have learned in school has made you happy.
