Each advisor will review the Interpretive Guide for Student and School Reports before the lesson

The advisor will use Using Your PLAN Results to help students interpret the results including how to use the results as a planning tool for future academic choices including coursework and exploring career possibilities using the interest inventory and academic performance.  The advisor will go over each component of the PLAN results.

Each student will then complete the Self-Assessment of ACT PLAN results.
Discussion:  

What have you discovered about your academic preparedness for future high school coursework?

In what areas do you feel you are most in need of improvement?


What does the Interest Inventory tell you about potential career choices?


How can you use the PLAN results to ensure success in both high school and post-secondary education?


What types of schools do your results qualify you for acceptance after high school?


Have you considered a change in your plans as a result of the ACT PLAN?
