	GOAL:   Students will become aware of the West Virginia Schools Service Learning requirement and ways to meet requirement.


Activity Statements: 
Students will read and discuss the handout, “What is Service Learning?”

Materials: 
1. Handout 1 -- “What is Service Learning?”

2. Pen or pencil

Procedures:
1. Make copies of the handout.

2. Distribute the handout, “What is Service Learning?”

3. Ask students to take turns reading it aloud.

4. Use the questions below to encourage students to discuss the benefits of service learning.

Discussion:  
1. Why do you think that the West Virginia Board of Education decided to make this a graduation requirement?

2. Why do you think colleges look for a record of service when they screen applicants?

3. What do you think Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. meant when he said, “Everyone can be great because everyone can serve”?

4. Why are students asked to think about their experiences as part of the Service Learning initiative?
5. Why do you think that President Obama says our youth must show responsibility and serve their communities if our country is to be great again?
Integrative Closing Statement:

Whatever path each student takes after leaving high school, we can be certain that he/she will meet persons who are in need. The service projects that students complete will help them to become more well-rounded, more aware of the needs of others in the community and, hopefully, more likely to reach out to those in need as the years go by. Your service will also make our country a better place to live and work.
