Students will practice Senior Projects in front of student evaluators.   
Materials: 
Handout 1 – Oral Presentation Guide
Handout 2 – Public Speaking Rubric
Handout 3 – Evaluating a Presentation
Teacher should download the SREB Senior Project Guide from Web link below.
Procedures:
1. Distribute and review Handouts 2 and 3 with student evaluators.  Divide the student evaluators in half with part of the students evaluating using Handout 2 and part of the students evaluating using Handout 3.   
2. Seniors present their Senior Projects to the student evaluators.
3. Student evaluators give their evaluation to the Senior for use as feedback.  

Discussion:  
1. What were some strengths of the presentation?
2. What are some areas that need improvement?

3. What were some public speaking strengths? Weaknesses?

4. What visual aid would you recommend?

5. Are you clear about the main points of the presentation?
