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Decision Samples:

After introducing the Decision Tree model, the teacher may provide one or more of these examples to permit students to use the model.  (The teacher may also use other examples based on local needs or issues.)

Decision Sample 1:

Samantha needs to complete an important report that is due tomorrow.  She knows she should have finished the report a few days ago, but put it off until the last minute.  Now she has the opportunity to go skating with friends.   If she goes, she will most likely get home too late to do the report. Of course, she has a friend who had this same class last year and has offered to let her use her report.  She could simply make a few adjustments and call it her own.  Use the Decision Tree to help Samantha make a decision.

Decision Sample 2:

Jonny has been assigned to work with a group in science class.  He is worried that he will not be able to work much with the group because he has a lot of evening activities already planned.  Use the Decision Tree to help Jonny figure out what he should do.

Decision Sample 3:

Danielle has been friends with the same group of people since third grade.  She knows her friends have started smoking cigarettes.  She doesn’t really think it’s a good idea, but she also wants to keep her friends.  Use the Decision Tree to help Danielle decide what she should do.
