Match Game Instructions:

Before class, the teacher will need to cut out pieces from Handout 2:  Match Game Cover Page (or use other game pieces that will be big enough to cover the answers on the Handout 2:  Match Game for Study Skills.  Game pieces will be placed in envelopes with one set per envelope.  

Students will share Handouts 2 and 3, so the teacher will prepare one game set per pair of students.  The teacher should have a contingency plan should there be an odd number of students on the day the game is played.

On the day of the activity, the teacher will provide the following instructions:

1. Students will be given the game pieces first.  The game pieces will be used to cover the answers on the game sheet.  (The teacher may need to assist or have answers covered in advance to ensure that students do not see answers before the game begins.)

2. After the answers are covered, students will take turns selecting two pieces and try to match the answers.  If the pieces the student uncovers do not match, the two pieces are placed back over the answers.  If the pieces the student uncovers do math, the two pieces are taken off the game sheet and the student gets one point.  When the student matches two pieces, the student gets another turn.

3. Students continue taking turns until all of the pieces have been matched successfully.  The student with the most points is the winner of the Match Game.
