INSTRUCTIONS:

1. The teacher instructs students to think about the learning style that seems to best describe them at this time.
2. The teacher designates an area of the classroom for each of the three learning styles they have studied (Kinesthetic, Visual, Auditory) and instructs students to walk to the area that represents their preferred style.

3. Students will work in the groups with other students who selected the same learning style.    They will use the electronic resources below (or other resources provided by the teacher) to develop a list of tips and strategies helpful for their particular style.

4. While developing lists, students may add their own tips and strategies including those they have tried or may try in the future.

5. Students will post their lists for future reference.
