Inner/Outer Circle
	INNER/OUTER CIRCLE ACTIVITY – Teacher Resource 1
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Have students stand in a circle.   Have students count off 1, 2, 1, 2, etc.   Each of the students assigned as # 1 then takes a step into the circle and turns to face the corresponding # 2 student.  The teacher asks questions below one at a time (or the teacher may change the questions to match needs of the class) and provides student pairs 1 minute after each question to share a response with each other.   After each question, the teacher directs the inner circle to move one place to the left.  The new pair of students answers the next question and so forth.
1. Do you have brothers or sisters?  If so, tell about them.
2. Do you have pets?  If so, tell about them.  

3. Where do you expect to be in five years?  
4. What do you expect to be doing in ten years?

5. What do you want to do as your career and why?
6. What is the hardest class you expect to take in high school?

7. What is the easiest class you expect to take in high school?

8. What kind of part time jobs might you try when you are old enough?
9. What subject do you like best in school?
