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Multiple Jobs
Teacher Instructions:
1. Edit the list to reflect jobs you have had in your lifetime, or the jobs of another adult in the building that students respect highly.    Include at least one job that the person did not actually hold.  Display the edited list of jobs on the chart electronically or on a poster or whiteboard.

2. Ask students to decide which job or jobs on the list are NOT jobs held by the teacher or other designated adult.    Discuss which jobs on the list are still available, which have changed, and how they have changed.

3. Point out to students that today’s graduates must be prepared for jobs that, in some cases, have yet to be created.  Note that students should also be prepared to hold multiple jobs during their lifetimes.     Ask students to identify examples of new jobs that are now available.  Talk about what people need to be able to change jobs in the future.  For example, flexibility, adaptability, tech skills, communication skills, etc.

4. After students have time to select jobs that were NOT held, give them a moment to discuss with partners or small groups.  Allow students a chance to name the job(s) they chose.  Finally, give them the correct answer.  (In this example, the individual did all of the jobs listed except for one – social studies teacher.)
