	TEASING:  FRIENDLY OR MEAN?

There is a BIG difference between friendly teasing and mean teasing!  Friendly teasing is when someone gives you a hard time, but it is done to make you laugh, not hurt your feelings.  Unfortunately, some people take themselves too seriously and can’t take any kind of nice teasing.  Mean teasing is when someone gives you a hard time and wants to hurt your feelings.

 

Remember these four rules for responding to teasing:

1.  If someone teases you in a friendly way, laugh along to show that you are able to laugh at yourself.

2.  If someone teases you in a friendly way, you may tease the person back in a friendly way.

3.  If someone teases you in a mean way, completely ignore and do not look like you are upset.

4.  If someone teases you in a mean way, you may say, “You are putting me down.  I don’t like that.  I want you to stop!”
