Materials: (Teacher must gather materials and prepare before class begins.)

· Tray or medium-sized box top

· Assorted small items that will fit on the tray (examples:  pens, pencils, paperclip, ruler, chalk, marker, button, can, eraser, CD, remote, key, keychain, envelope, label, stamp, spoon, etc.)

· Towel or another box top that will cover the contents of the tray

Procedure:


1. Before class:

a. The teacher assembles a number of varied items.  There should be enough items that students cannot easily memorize everything.

b. Items are assembled on the tray or box top in a jumble.

c. Cover the items so they may only be viewed by students during the timed activity.

2. During class:

a. The teacher announces that students are going to test how well they pay attention.  Students will need paper and pencil for this activity.

b. Explain to students that they will have one minute to look at the items on a tray and then will have one minute to write as many of the items down as they can remember.

c. Time students for one minute holding the tray so that all students may view the contents.

d. After one minute, the teacher covers the tray and students begin writing independently without discussing the items.

e. Students check their own work as the teacher uncovers the try and names each item.

f. Students reflect silently on the reflection items listed below followed by the discussion questions.

Reflection:

· Think about the strengths and talents you have that you may not see.
· Think about the careers that are available that we don’t notice.

Discussion:

The purpose of the activity is to demonstrate how we can see something without actually seeing it.  Sometimes we do not pay attention to something that is “right under our nose”.  What are your thoughts?
