Jigsaw Procedure

A lengthy reading assignment is divided into sections.  This reading strategy divides the work so that students are only responsible to read one section, but learn the remaining material from other groups assigned to different sections.

Student groups are assigned to read as follows:

1.  All of the students in a group silently read the same section as assigned by the teacher.

2. Students discuss the section they were assigned to read.
3. Students make note of most important points from the assigned reading.  They may use highlighter markers to highlight key points.

4. One person is designated as the group’s presenter.  

5. The presenter from each group shares the most important points from the group’s reading assignment with the entire class. 
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
