                    Interest Circle Instructions



1. Have students form a circle.  
2. Explain that students will step into the circle based on common interests.

3. As the teacher names a common interest, students will step into the center of the circle briefly then step back into the larger circle.

4. Provide an example so that students understand the procedure.  Announce “likes pizza” and give students a couple of seconds to react.  Explain that all students (and the teacher) who like pizza should be in the center of the circle.  After a brief pause, everyone steps back into place in the circle.

5. Continue the activity by naming off several additional interests.  (These may be edited by the teacher as needed.)
