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BINGO with People

1. First you need to construct a 5-by-5 grid just like a regular BINGO card.  You may use the sample below the directions or click on the link below for a printable blank BINGO card, if you prefer. You just need one copy of a blank grid for now.
2. Now write the word "FREE" in the center space. In all of the remaining spaces you will write things like "Not from this town," "Is the oldest sibling in the family," or "Likes to listen to rock music." Continue filling in the entire grid with similar sayings that would pertain to kids in your grade level class. Makes copies of this for each student.
3. The object is for the students to get the name of another student who meets any of the criteria on the card. They do this by mingling with each other. A student can sign another student's card up to two times. The first person to have all of his/her spaces filled in wins.
