Activity Statements:   Students well review the purpose of a portfolio.  Then students will update their portfolios and share with a partner in class.  Partners will share with the rest of the class what they have learned after reviewing each other’s portfolios.

Procedures:

1. Say:  Today we are going to talk about portfolios.  
i. Why did we start a portfolio last year?  
ii. Why is it necessary to update your portfolio each year?  
iii. How will you use your portfolio in your future?
2. Show Instructor Resource #1 Middle School Portfolio (4 pages)
3. Pass out Handout #1 Middle School Portfolio (4 pages)
4. Instruct students to complete the sections as you go through each of them.  Give examples of possible answers for each section.
5. Divide students into pairs.  Have the students review each other’s updated portfolio.  Encourage them to discuss with each other their answers and ask questions to get a full picture of their partner.
6. Go around and have student’s share with the class what they learned about their partner by reviewing their updated portfolio.  Allow as many students to do this
as there is time for.

Discussion: 
1. What did you learn today about the value of updating your portfolio?

2. What causes changes in your portfolio?

3. Have you made a lot of changes in your portfolio in one year?

4. What are you learning about yourself through your portfolio?

5. What are others learning about you from your portfolio?

6. Does your portfolio show that you are ready for high school?

7. Does your portfolio show that you have plans after high school?
