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	Cheating vs. Helping Scenarios
Scenario #1

Scenario #2

She has to spend every other week with her mom and every other week with her dad.  Since this has happened her grades have gone down and she is now on the verge of flunking.  Lisa has several friends and thinks she can just copy their homework and will  try to sit toward the back of the room during tests so she can use cheat sheets and copy off others sitting near her.  What are ways her friends could offer to help Lisa?  

Scenario #3

Travis is a sixth grader who has lots of friends and others usually think of him as being the class clown.  Because he is so funny and fun to be around his friends always want to be with him.  Travis has learned he doesn’t have to do much in school because of his popularity and usually cheats off one of his other friends, or they do his work for him.  Travis usually has a hard time passing tests because he never does his own work but still manages to scrape by with C’s and passes.  What should Travis’s friends do to help him succeed in school?
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
