	Warm Up Activity Statement: Parents and students will take a pre-test on knowledge of opportunities available in high school for post-secondary training. They will also examine courses available and compare the costs. 
Main Activity Statement: Parents and students will go to different stations to gather information on available courses at local high school which may be used for credit in post-secondary training/college.
Wrap up Activity: By analyzing a graduate students’ transcript that chose to take post-secondary courses in high school, parents and students will see the financial advantages.

Anticipatory Set/Warm Up Activity:
1. Distribute Handout #1 Pre-Test on knowledge of opportunities of post-secondary training to take while in high school to complete. Instructor will review handout responses and give feedback.
2. Instructor will post chart paper on wall.

· Instructor will list available courses at local high school, including; Edge credit, college courses at local community college, AP classes, dual credit courses,  and vocational courses.

· Instructor will list the costs of available courses at college/community technical college after high school.

Timeline: 20 minutes
Main Activity: 

1. 

1. Distribute Handout #2 Opportunities! to parents/students on courses available at their high school which are offered for post- secondary training/college. 
2. Various stations will be set up including EDGE credit, college courses, AP classes, dual credit and vocational courses.   Representatives will be at each station to answer questions regarding available classes, costs, available credits, registering procedures and any additional information  
3. Parent/student will take notes on Handout #2 Opportunities!  
Timeline: 45 minutes
Wrap Up Activity:

1. Instructor will share on overhead or LCD projector/computer of an anonymous high school graduates’ transcript who has successfully earned a year of post- secondary college credit while in high school. Instructor will address and discuss the following questions to parents/students:
· During his/her freshman and sophomore years, what was the 
      student’s GPA?

· During his/her  junior year and senior years, what courses did this 
      student take for college credit?
· How much money was saved by the student taking these courses in 
      high school?
2. Refreshments will be provided.

Timeline: 15 minutes

1. Distribute Handout #3 College Choices to parents/students. Students and parents may research colleges and post-secondary education at U.S. College Search. 
· Parent/student may complete the handout and contact the school 
to check if  any courses offered at the high school would be eligible
for credit or be a  replacement for a required course for their career 
training.
