Completing MY Five Year Plan

It is important for students to plan ahead so that you can make sure you take all the classes required for graduation and for your career cluster and concentration.

In the 8th grade West Virginia Policy 2510 requires that an advisor and/or counselor meet with you and your parent(s)/guardian(s) to develop a two-year plan Individual Student Transition Plan ISTP that assures you will take appropriate courses for a smooth transition into high school in order to obtain your academic and career goals.  In your ISTP meeting you will select the coursework you plan to take in the 9th and 10th grade.

In the 10th grade West Virginia Policy 2510 requires that an advisor and/or counselor meet with you and your parent(s)/guardian(s) to develop a three-year Individual Student Transition Plan ISTP that assures you will take appropriate courses for a smooth transition into post-secondary education or the workforce.  In your ISTP meeting you will select the coursework that you plan to take in the 11th and 12th grade and document what you plan to do immediately following high school. This could be attending a technical school, a 2-year college, a 4-year college, the military, an apprenticeship program, or immediately enter the workforce.
When meeting with your advisor/counselor to develop your ISTP, you will need the following to help you make the best choices.

· ACT EXPLORE (8th grade)

· ACT PLAN (10th grade)

· Unofficial transcript

· 2 or 3 year Plan form
