     Harrison County Schools celebrated several major successes during 1998-1999.  Johnson and Van Horn
Elementary Schools were selected as West Virginia Schools of Excellence, and Nutter Fort Elementary
School was named a Title 1 Distinguished School.

     During 1998-1999 a transitional program for middle school students began, and a computer lab used
exclusively for teacher training was opened in the central office.  From September 1998 through April 1999,
an Emergency Management Plan was developed for all schools with assistance from the Harrison County
and West Virginia Office of Emergency Services and the Federal Emergency Management Association
(FEMA).  Harrison County Schools continued to implement the School-To-Work program, reviewed
progress toward meeting county-wide performance benchmarks, and continued to address the equitable
distribution of technology.

     As we enter the 1999-2000 school year, we will continue to emphasize school safety and will be
addressing facility issues through our new County Education Facilities Plan.

     Research consistently shows that the child who feels safe in the classroom is the child who can learn.  Put
this knowledge with a $250,000 grant for Comprehensive School Reform, and you have the ingredients for
achievements over which Monroe County can be extremely proud.

     Since July of 1998, Monroe County has trained all of our teachers, many of our substitutes, 70 percent of
our service personnel, over 100 parents and agency representatives, over 30 business representatives and 32
student teachers in facets of "Capturing Kids Hearts," a program designed to provide students with
instruction in character development, provide teachers and parents with the skills to capture a child’s heart
(because until you have her heart, you’ll never have her head), and provide both administrators and teachers
with a method to reinforce student responsibility and leadership in the classroom.  This is our first line of
defense in creating the safest schools possible – helping our students feel connected to their peers, their
classrooms and their schools.

     The 1998-1999 school year provided us with much recognition for success.  Twenty-seven high school
students were recipients for high achievement in math, reading, and science on the National Assessment of
Education Progress (NAEP) tests.  As a result of this, and other milestones reached, James Monroe High
School was named one of the top ten high schools in the state through the High Schools That Work initiative.
James Monroe also posted the highest standardized test scores in the history of the county, proving that
teachers and students take student achievement to the limit in this school.  In addition, the Technical School
opened this year with a new program (CISCO) that will allow students to graduate into high paying
computer networking jobs.

     Add these successes to the facts that the county passed the first school construction bond in 38 years
(which addresses facility needs at all schools), that we opened the new K-8 Mountain View
Elementary/Middle School in August 1999, and that the county has finally emerged from a five-year deficit,
the outside observer has to know that Monroe County is addressing the needs of our youngest citizens with
great success.
