e-Learning for Educators Research Study
Eligible Participants:
All teachers in the following grade levels/subjects from the eight partner states are eligible to participate:

· 4th grade English Language Arts (ELA)

· 5th grade Math

· 7th grade ELA

· 8th grade Math

Teachers must have the ability to administer an online test to a classroom of students (e.g., an internet-connected computer lab).

Research Study Details:

All participating teachers will be randomly assigned to either the Experimental Group or the Control Group.  The participation requirements and benefits will vary based on this assignment.

Requirements of Participating Teachers:

· Teachers assigned to the Experimental Group:

· Participate in a series of three online workshops over three semesters.

· All Teachers (those assigned to Experimental Group and to Control Group):

· Take two online teacher surveys (45-60 minutes each)

· Administer three online student tests (one classroom period each)

Benefits for Participating Teachers:

· Teachers assigned to the Experimental Group:

· State-specific non degree graduate credits from Marshall University and West Virginia University 

· Teachers assigned to the Control Group:

· Free access to research workshops once the study concludes

· All teachers (those assigned to Experimental Group and to Control Group):

· Instant feedback about student performance on online tests.

· Total stipend of $300.

Recruitment Bonus:

All registered teachers who recruit a teacher to participate will receive a $50 bonus once the teacher registers and completes the first round of testing.  The recruited teacher must be in a different grade level at the same school or in any grade level from a different school.  Teachers will not receive a bonus for recruiting teachers in the same grade level from the same school.
