Many lessons promote inquiry, active engagement, and collaboration among students. Provides electronic course syllabi to students. Meets with other English Language Arts teachers at least once a semester to discuss effective teaching strategies.
	Demonstrates specialized knowledge of how to effectively convey and reveal English Language Arts subject matter and is familiar with a wide range of effective pedagogical approaches to ensure mastery of the WV CSOs and beyond. Lessons are structured to promote inquiry, active engagement, and collaboration among students. Provides comprehensive and high-quality electronic syllabi to all students. Guides students to question prevailing canons and assumptions and to think for themselves. Collaborates with other English Language Arts teachers regularly to identify, prioritize, and model effective teaching strategies.


	Assessment for Learning
	Is not knowledgeable of appropriate assessments, their purposes, and the data they generate, and primarily uses paper-pencil tests to evaluate student understanding of English Language Arts content.

	Does not use appropriate English Language Arts resources, materials, and technologies to make English Language Arts content accessible to students. The textbook is the primary resource.


	Makes some use of appropriate English Language Arts resources, materials, and technologies to make English Language Arts content accessible to students. 
	Frequently selects appropriate English Language Arts tools, materials, media, and technological resources to make English Language Arts content accessible to students, to support active student explorations, and to develop content understanding. Online resources are sometimes used for instruction and planning. 
	Consistently selects English Language Arts tools, materials, media, and technological resources in and outside the school to make English Language Arts content accessible to all students, to support active student explorations, and to develop content understanding. A wide range of literature from many periods in many genre is used to build students’ understanding of the many dimensions (e.g., philosophical, ethical, aesthetic) of human experience. Requires students to read a wide range of print and nonprint texts to build an understanding of texts, of themselves, and of the cultures of the United States and the world; to acquire new information; to respond to the needs and demands of society and the workplace; and for personal fulfillment. Among these texts are fiction and nonfiction, classic, and contemporary works. Available online resources, such as English Language Arts lessons and units from the WVDE Teach21 site, Thinkfinity, SAS Curriculum Pathways®, and Intel Teach® are frequently used for instruction and planning.



	Collaboration and Self-directed Learners
	Lessons do not promote student collaboration and interaction or differentiate instruction based on student needs.

	Most assignments involve students working as active learners constructing knowledge. Glossary
Global21 – West Virginia’s efforts to add world-class rigor to traditional core subjects and align state standards with national and international assessments.
Effective pedagogical approaches – Assignments and assessments require students to (1) use a variety of technological and information resources (e.g., libraries, databases, computer networks, video) to gather and synthesize information and to create and communicate knowledge; (2) adjust their use of spoken, written, and visual language to communicate effectively with a variety of audiences for different purposes; and (3) apply knowledge of language structure, language conventions, media techniques, figurative language, and genre to create, critique, and discuss print and nonprint texts. Teacher consistently uses effective strategies to help students approach English Language Arts texts in new ways, arrange ideas, understand text organization, set goals for reading, make meaningful connections, and persevere through challenging materials.
Prevailing canons and assumptions – accepted rules and principles
Variety of assessment strategies – Assessment for learning is the process of using classroom assessment to improve learning, whereas assessment of learning is the measurement of what pupils can do. In assessment for learning, teachers share learning targets with students, students know and recognize the standards for which they should aim, thoughtful feedback leads students to identify what they should do next to improve; it is assumed that every student can improve; and students review and reflect on their performance and progress with teachers and they develop skills in peer- and self-assessment.
