Glossary
Primary-source documents – a document, recording, or other source of information that was created at the time being studied by a known person or authoritative source. Primary sources include but are not limited to original manuscripts, articles reporting original research or thought, diaries, memoirs, letters, journals, photographs, sheet music, songs, and film footage.
Literacy skills – the ability to examine, interpret, evaluate, and utilize various mediums of expression, including but not limited to media, visual, financial, information communication and technology, and civic literacy
Quality professional development – professional development that is research-based, sustained, and aligned with identified school and/or teacher goals
