Re:  Practice GED Test Results for                                                            (age   ; grade    )



Recently,                    took the Practice GED exam.   Your child/client’s score summary is being provided for your information.  If s/he took the exam before, prior scores are also provided for comparison purposes.  The most recent scores will be at the bottom of the table.

The 5 sections of the GED exam are:  Science, Social Studies, Language Arts: Reading, Mathematics, and Language Arts: Writing.  Each part of the test is multiple-choice, with the addition of an essay on the writing section.

As on the official exam, a person has to achieve a total standard score of 2250 and an average score of 450 for the five subtests.  Students cannot score below a 410 on any sub-test, or they must re-take that portion of the exam.  Even if the average is 450 or higher, the exam is not considered passing until all scores are at or above 410.
