Educational records are brought up-to-date in orientation or started as needed.  Records and recommendations for your education programming/participation are provided for classification, parole, and work release hearings. Other information is provided following strict policy guidelines following WV State Board Policy #4350 and PCC DOC policy.  Residents may review their education records upon request.  Students may come to the Education Office to discuss Education matters with authorization from their supervising Corrections Official.  

OUTPLACEMENT SERVICES
A library of community, education, and agency resources is available. Requests for specific information pertaining to after release employment, school, and services are handled on an individual basis. Send a request to the Education Office for consideration.

PROGRAMS OF STUDY & COURSES:
Course Descriptions:
ABE/GED Classes:  Basic Math, Language, Writing, and Reading skills enable students to address the General Education Development (GED) exam.  Only a GED teacher can recommend you for the GED exam.  
Building Construction:  Students learn modern construction and repair techniques while doing live hands on work.

College 101:  Is an orientation course designed to develop confidence and to improve chances of student success and retention.

80 Hr Underground Mining Apprentice:  “Red Hat” underground coal miner preparation.  Students complete an application to determine probable employment.  MSHA certificate.

Electrical Codes:  Students prepare for the WV Fire Marshall’s Electrical Apprentice exam.

Employment Maturity:  Students learn and practice how to keep a J-O-B.  The focus is getting along on the J-O-B.

Fork Lift Certification:  Is available periodically to 10 hour OSHA completers that complete the course work and pass the driving test.
KeyTrain:  KeyTrainR is the complete training system for the WorkKeys R basic workplace skills. KeyTrain provides a comprehensive learning system for common skills required by all jobs, based on ACT’s WorkKeys R assessment system.    The WorkKeysR system measures the skill required in the everyday workplace. It helps to improve America’s workforce by sharpening the workplace skills of students or employees. Employees are then placed in jobs where they can be more successful. This system benefits individuals, businesses, and educators by providing a common language for describing basic skills needed for jobs. 
40 Hr Surface Mining Apprentice:  Surface mining preparation.  Students complete an application to determine probable employment.  MSHA certificate.
99 Days & a Get  Up /Transitions/Release & Reintegration Relapse
Prevention: Students plan to live well in their community.

OSHA Construction Safety Certification.  Earn the Federal OSHA Safety 10 hour card.  
Parenting:  Learn about child/adolescent behavior from the inside using the Drew Bledsoe foundation program.

TABE assessments:  Are utilized for proper ABE placement.  An entry, exit, and periodic gains exam will be administered.

Thinking for A Change:  Learn how  to “be all you can be”.
WorkKeys:  WorkKeysR is a job skills system that helps employers select, hire, train, develop, and retain a high-performance workforce.  Taking WorkKeys tests is an important first step to prepare education, training, or a career. Examinations are given in Applied Math, Locating Information, and Reading for Information. Successful candidates receive a Gold, Silver, or Bronze certificate signed by the governor. 
NOTE:  The only classes that involve examination fees that must be paid by students are:  80 hr mining, 40 hr mining, and Electrical Codes.

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INTRODUCTION
Welcome to the West Virginia Educational Department at the Pruntytown Correctional Center.  Your education is MAXIMIZED through ACTIVE PARTICIPATION, hands-on experience, and varied classroom activities presented in a learning style designed specifically for you. The Education Staff at Pruntytown is committed to assisting you with a successful transition to the “streets”.  Please take advantage of every minute in class learning, planning, and preparing for your future and your freedom. 
OPEN GATE/ORIENTATION/ Employment Maturity
An education orientation is provided to each Pruntytown resident shortly after arrival at the Center.   Education orientation includes an individual education history and CAREER assessment/ occupational inventory to determine educational needs and to make recommendations. Basic Education credentials are verified for each resident. Students experience computer based activities. Employment Maturity is all about how to keep a job. 

99 Days and A Get Up / Release, Reintegration and Relapse Prevention Most residents leave Pruntytown Correctional Center to parole, discharge, or to supervised work release; therefore, preparing for reintegration is a crucial activity. In this class all residents take part in learning how they can improve their chances of maintaining their freedom.  Students may apply for identification required for work on the streets.
REGISTRATION
ABE/GED CLASSES ARE “OPEN ENTRY AND OPEN EXIT.”  REGISTRATION IS NOT NECESSARY.   Go to class when it is called.  ABE/GED classes and GED exams are free.

                Units 18, 19, & 24 – Class meets in the Admin I Bldg. /Unit 25

Unit 20 – Class meets in Unit 20 Classroom
All residents without a High School Diploma or GED holding a “Road Crew” job or attending other education classes are required by WV Dept of Education Policy and DOC policy to be actively “working” toward the GED by regular attendance in ABE/GED classes. Evening classes allow most road crew workers to attend class without being laid in from work.

Career and Technical Education and Life Skills

The school schedule is posted on the unit bulletin boards, and sign-up sheets for special CTE classes are posted in advance.  A class roster is posted with the names of the students enrolled plus the time and location of class.  Students may submit a request to enroll in a course after the class begins and will be placed as openings occur or time permits completing the course/certification.  All classes have a minimum and maximum enrollment requirement, and enrollment considers parole eligibility dates, discharge dates, and security classification. Waiting lists are maintained in case of student transfer or parole. Priority is given to inmates with earliest discharge dates/parole dates.  Class opportunities are continued until the original sign-up list is exhausted.
Life skill classes are filled both automatically and from requests.
