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High School Graduation Requirements
The total number of credits required for graduation from Clay County High School is 26.

Nineteen core units which constitute a common body of general learnings necessary for a
student to function effectively in society must be completed all students include:

English

Social Studies
Mathematics
Science :
Physical Education
Health

Computer Literacy/
Career Exploration
Communications 1
Applied Arts, Fine Arts, or
Performing Arts 1
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Total Core Units 19

In addition each student must select a career cluster and career major (in accordance with
Clay County Policy ICC) and substantially complete the designated program of study for a career
major prior to graduation. Each student will be required to complete 4 career major units and a
minimum of 3 recommended electives from the prescribed career major program of study,

Recommended Electives 3 (of 5)

Certificates of proficiency and warranties will be awarded to students who complete a

career major and meet achievement standards approved by the Clay County and West Virginia
Boards of Education.

-Modified graduation requirements will be designed for handicapped students who have
been determined by a special education placement advisory committee to be unable o meet
standard graduation requirements. Students in modified programs will be required to attend at

least four years to meet graduation requirements, LE. P.’s will specify how graduation credit is
to be eamed by handicapped students,
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Standard and modified diplomas will be authorized by the Clay Couniy Board of
Education, based upon. the program which students complete.

Altemative delivery systems for earning units of credit will include state approved
summer schools only. Credit earned prior to the ninth grade, comrespondence credits, and
experimental program credits will not count toward graduation from Clay County High School.

All students shall be scheduled for a fult instructional day for four years and shall be
required to attend baccalaureate and commencement exercises as a condition of graduation,

Students transferring into Clay County high School from other state school systems or
other West Virginia school districts shall have their credits evaluated to determine
correspondence with Clay County requirements. In cases where students are unable to meet
county or state requirements, an appeal or waiver may be made to the Clay County Board of
Education (for transfer students from other states.)

If a student has been enrolied continuously for four years in grades 9-12 but has not
accumulated the required number of units, the student shall be expected to meet the graduation
requirements which were in effect when he/she entered grade nine. Since the student has
attended four full years, he/she will not be required to attend the ful] day.

If a student re-enrolls within one year after dropping out of school, he/she will be
expected to fulfill requirement which wee in effect when he/she entered grade nine. Students re-
enrolling after more than one year will be cxpected to compiete current graduation requirements
or appeal for waiver of current praduation Tequirements to the Clay County Board of Bducation.

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STUDENT HELPERS .

A studant helper is defined as any student who assists a principal,
teacher, counselor, cook, or custedian. Student helpers are required
o perform their duties within their assigned areas and be kept from
the hallways whenever possible. Any student who recelves
dete~'"1, AL.C., or suspension time will not be permitted to serve
as ¢ ¥ outside the classroom.

STUDENT APPEARANCE

Student will be expected to keep themselvaz well-groomed and
neatly dressed at all times. Any form of dress or hairstyle which is
considerad contrary to good hygiene or which is destructive or
disruptive in appearance and detrimentai to the purpose of conduct
of the school will not be permitted. Shorts and skirts must be no
shorter than 8 inches above the knea. Spandex or biker sharts are
not permitted; neither are tube tops, haiters, or other similar items of
clothing. Shirts with obscene or questionable printing on them will
not be permitted, Sunglasses, hats. or bandannas may not be worn
inside the building. Pleasa follow the schoo! dress code.

TARDINESS
Promptness 10 school and each class is very important. Any
student who arrives at school late must report to the main office. in
addition, students who accumulate three tardies in a particular class
should be referred to the office. The third tardy to class will result in
detention. After the third tardy to schosl, one day of detention will ba
assigned for each additional tardy.

CLOSED CAMPUS

We operate a closed campus policy. Students must stay on the
school grounds from the time they arrive, even if the first period has
not yet started, until dismigsal ar until they are picked up by a bus.

All students are expacted to attend school the entire day.
However, if you have higher obligations to your family, you are ill, or
you nead to meet a medical/dental appointment before the end af
the schaol day, you may be signed out of school by & parent ar
member of the immediate family. Any studemt who ieaves early is
countad absent in each class that he/she missed.

Students are not permitted on the back ramp during the schooi day.

SUSPENSIONS
§  ats may be suspended from school for the same offenses
th: listed under Alternative Learning Center. Length of

sus).. ..sion will be determined by school authorities and will raflect
the offense committad. Parents or guardians will be notified in
writing of the action taken and will have complete Jurisdiction of their
child during the suspension. A suspended siudent may not loiter or
appear on school property.
VISITORS

The school policy is to accept only those visitors who have a

tegitimate business to aitend to at the school. Guests and visitors

nust register in the office. Parants are always welcome. Students
wishing 10 bring a guest to school must obtain prior approval from
he office and secure a pass. Visitors are expected to leave promptly
when their businass is completed.

EXPULSION

Suspension from school as a penalty is used for various
nfractions of school rules. After a student receives 3 suspensions,
visther case may be refarred to the school board for an expulgion
earing. After the 4th suspension, his/her case will be referred ta the
soard for a hearing. This does not mean that a student must have
accurnulated 3 suspensions in a schoal year betore his/her case will
e presented. If the offense is particularly grave, the case can be
‘eferred to the board at its next ragularly scheduled meeting.
2arents and all other concerned parties will be informed in writing of
the board's decision. When a student has been expelied by the
soard, he/the may be readmitted only by the board or in the manner
arescribed by it.

CUSTODY OF CHILDREN
w ne parent is awarded custody ¢f a ¢hild as a result of
dive.  _r other legal proceedings, it should be the responsibility of
'he parant to provide the school with a copy of the documant
describing custodial arrangements.

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TOBACCO

Possession ot or use of tobaceo during the school day is
prohibited. Students who have snuff, chewing tobacco, cigars, or
cigarettes in their possession during the schoo! day will be asgigned
ALC. Any student guilty of using tobacco during the school day wili
be assign 1o the ALC. imitation snuff or tobacco are not permitted at
schoal. Use of tobacco at any evening or night activity is prohibited.
Cessalion classes will be required for repeat offenders. Visibie
fragments of snuff between the teeth shall be cansidered “using.”

MAKE-UP WORK

Itis mandatary to make up any missed work. It is the responsibility
of the student to contact the class instructor In order 10 arrange a
make-up schedule. A studant must make up assigned work within
two consecutiva days after a single day’'s absence. For two or more
days of consecutive absences, the student kas up to five days,
including weekends, to complete assignments.
