1. PURPOSE.

Adolescent education provides students the 21% century intellectual, social/emotional,
physical, and technological capacities needed for successful entry into adulthood. The
adolescent education program provides challenging and rigorous courses in the programs
of study that will enable students to achieve high levels of competence so they can
complete graduation requirements and be prepared to successfully enter and compete in
the workplace and in post-secondary education.

2. GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS.

2.1.  The Fayette County Board of Education adopts West Virginia Board of Education
Policy 2510: Assuring the Quality of Education: Regulations for Education Programs in
its entirety as the leading curriculum document for all students. Included with this
adoption are all procedures, timelines, and protocol as outlined in Policy 2510.

2.2. The Fayette County Board of Education further recognizes that any changes to
this policy shall become part of this policy upon passage.

2.3. In addition to the graduation requirements in Policy 2510 the Fayette County
Board of Education requires 1 credit of Computer Keyboarding Applications.

3. GRADING POLICY — SENIOR HIGH.

3.1.  Ttis the desire of Fayette County Schools to maintain good standards of assessing
pupil progress. Grades should measure the achievement of students.
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3.2. The minimum unit requirements for graduation from Fayette County high schools
shall be 25.

Grade level classified as follow:

Freshman 0 units of credit
Sophomore 6 or more units of credit
Junior 12 or more units of credit
Senior 18 or more units of credit

3.3.  Student classification will occur no later than the end of each school year.

3.4. The 9-weeks grade shall be determined by assessing the daily performance of the
student in combination with an optional 9-weeks examination. The 9-weeks
examination, if given, shall not count more than 20% of the total grade. The 9-weeks
grade shall be recorded on the grade card as a letter grade and the percentage achieved
(Example: 88/B).

3.5. The semester grade shall be based on the average, by percentage, of the two 9-
weeks grades and a semester exam. Each 9-wecks grade shall count 40% and the
semester exam 20%. The semester exam is required for all subjects.

9-weeks grade 40%
9-weeks grade 40%
semester exam 20%
TOTAL 100%

3.6. Ifastudent is enrolled in a class for the entire year the final grade would be an
average of first and second semester grades.

3.7.  Letter grades shall be determined by the following scale:

85-92 B 3
75-84 C 2
65—-74 D 1
0-64 F 0

3.8.  Letter grades shall be determined by the following scale for all courses designated
as Advanced Placement and International Baccalaureate Courses:

Average Grade Quality Points

85-92 B 4
75 -84 C 3
65-74 D 2
0-64 F 0
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3.9. Letter grades only will be recorded on permanent record cards.

35-3.9 Exemplary
3.0-34 Outstanding

invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this policy.
