* Tt is the intent that all students will take mathematics
annually, but must take at least three mathematics classes -in
grades 9-12. If students begin the math seguence prior to grade
g, they should take other mathematics courses, which may include
college courses, AP courses, virtual school courses, or other
advanced offerings. This principle applies to all required
course Segquences. The mathematics course selected for credit
must be relevant to the student’s career pathway. Successful
completion of Applied Math I and II is eguivalent to an Algebra I
credit and a credit for a course prior to Algebra I.
