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Early Graduation Requirements

The State Board of Education provides an exception in the attendance
requirements for early graduation. The guidelines from the State Department require:
a) the student to follow a planned educational program which leads to early
graduation, b) the student must be accepted by a college or university and c) the
student’s scholastic record is such that a projection for success in college is favorable.
With the above framework, students requesting early graduation from Jackson

County Schools will adhere to the following guidelines:

1. Must have achieved a 3.75 grade point average at the end of the third
semester and maintain a 3.75 grade point average through their fourth
semester.

2, Must have received a letter of acceptance from an accredited college or
university.

3. Must submit a written letter of intention to the guidance office and

principal by January 31st of their sophomore year.

4. Must have a formal interview with school officials and parents to
establish written agreement of the following regulations:

a. The student will continue to be enrolled in the appropriate junior
homeroom and attend functions designated for juniors, except that
students will be allowed to participate in baccalaureate and
graduation ceremonies.

b. The student will not re-enroll in high school during what would be
their normal senior year after having completed all requirements
for graduation.
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c. The student will not be considered eligible for consideration as
valedictorian or salutatorian since student’s grade point average
will not be inciuded in the normal ranking of seniors.

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Graduation Requirements

Graduation requirements are the number of units, both required and elective, which
must be earned for the awarding of a high school! diploma. These graduation requirements
are minimal, and students are encouraged to attain units of credit beyond the minimal
requirements. To qualify for graduation from Ravenswood or Ripley High School, and to
participate in commencement exercises, a student must attain 24 credits based on the
Program of Study relating to career clusters and majors.

if a student has been enrolled continuously in grades 9-12, the student shall be
expected to meet the graduation requirements that were in effect when he/she entered the
ninth grade. If a student has enrolled after dropping out of school, the requirements a
student must meet depend upon the length of time he/she has been out of school. If the
student has been out of school less than one year, he/she would be expected to complete
the graduation requirements that were in effect when he/she entered grade nine. If the
student has been out of school one year or more, he/she would be expected to complete
the current graduation requirements.

Any student who successfully completes a high school level course prior to grade
nine shall receive full credit for that course toward graduation requirements. The student's
permanent records for grades 8-12 shall indicate completion of the courses. The grade for
any course taken prior to grade nine becomes part of the student's permanent record, and
is calculated in the student’s grade point average.
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All students shall be scheduled for the full instructional day for all four years.
Exceptions may be made by the board of education to accommodate placementinto college
courses, advanced vocational programs, or for other compeliing circumstances. Students
are exempted from attending school the full instructional day for compelling circumstances
that are defined as follows:

1) Hardship - students required to work for support of self or family.

2) Medical Reasons - which are substantiated by the medicalfhealth care
profession.

Students demonstrating mastery of instructional grade level objectives in the subjects are to be provided the opportunity to
advance to the next grade level objectives.

Successful completion of the objectives for Applied Math I and II is equivalent to an Algebra I credit. Applied Geometry may
be submitted for a formal course of geometry.

** ‘With parental consent, students with a declared entry or skilled level major in vocational agriculture will, upon their successful

completion ofa Robert C. Beach Vocational Agriculture credit in grade 11 or 12, be exempt from the third required unit of credit
in science. (See Section 5.54.)
