Prior to students selecting a concentration and pathway, opportunities for career decision-making must be provided in grades 9-
10.

All West Virginia High School students shall be fully enrolied in a full day of high school and/or college credit bearing courses.

All students shall complete the Passport Program to add rigor and relevance to the senior year. The Passport Program shall be an
integrated culminating project related to the student's program of study which requires knowledge, skills, and concepts from the
student's total school experience. A quality senior project should be comprised of a research paper, a product, a portfofio and a
presentation.

Credit may be earned at an accredited postsecondary institution.

Every high school may permit students below the ninth grade to take advance work for credit. This work shall count toward the
graduation requirements if it was both:

A. taught by a content certified teacher;

B.  a high school level course (one meeting the high school approved content standards and objectives).

Credit may be earned by passing an examination designed to test mastery of a course content standards and objectives. (Testing-
Out)

Students may earn up to two (2) credits for courses not available at their school from a correspondence school if the school is
accepted by the North Central Accreditation Agency and is authorized to operate in West virginia. Credits earned must be based
mastery of the content standards and objectives for the course which must be approved by the Marion County Board of Education.

Credit may be obtained by successfully completing courses delivered through the West Virginia Virtual School. Students who want
to take a virtual course must be enrolled in and attend a Marion County public school. Virtual School courses are intended for
original credit under circumstances such as:

A. course is not being offered;

B. the course directly relates to the student's career major;

C. asenior must have the course to complete graduation requirements; or
D

other extenuating circumstances.

The above criteria should not be construed to permit students to take courses through the West Virginia Virtual School in place of
courses that are available at the student's home school.

The Superintendent shall establish administrative guidelines for:
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A.  Earning credit at an accredited postsecondary institution, correspondence school and through the West Virginia
Virtual School.

B. Testing-Out

Commencement exercises will include those students who have successfully completed requirements for graduation as certified
by the high school principal and any student enrolled in a senior class who is not deficient more than one (1) unit credit. Those
students deficient one (1) credit or less will receive his/her diploma upon completion of the requirements. No student who has
completed the requirements for graduation shall be denied a diploma as a disciplinary measure. A student may be denied
participation in the ceremony of graduation when personal conduct s0 warrants.

Marion County high schools, grades 9-12, shall provide two (2) types of diplomas, a standard diploma and a modified diploma. A
standard diploma is awarded to students, including exceptional students, who satisfactorily complete all state and county standard
graduation requirements.

A modified diploma is awarded to a student with a severe disability who satisfactorily completes learning outcomes that are
specified in the Individualized Educational Program (IEP). A student must attend at least four (4) years in grades 9-12 unless an
attendance exception is granted.

A Certificate of Recognition is awarded to a student with a medical condition so severe that it would not permit him/her to remain
in school to complete the graduation requirements. School attendance must be continuous and steady for four (4) full years of
high school and the student must be placed in a senior homeroom.

The principal of the home school awarding the modified diploma or Certificate of Recognition must be contacted, in writing, at
least one (1) year prior to graduation by the Superintendent's designee of the Individual Education Program Committee.

Procedures for Determining Eligibility for a Modified Diploma and the review process as specified in Policy 2419 and Policy 2510
will be used to assist the Individual Education Program Committee in identifying a student who may receive a modified diploma.
The same procedures will be used for the Certificate of Recognition. (Note: Students eligible for a modified diploma or a certificate
of recognition cannot have their State and/or Federal rights usurped by the IEP Committee.)

The Board also shall grant a diploma of adult education to all County residents over the age of twenty-one (21) who meet the
requirements established by the State Board of Education.

The Superintendent shall establish whatever administrative guidelines are necessary to comply with State rules and regulations.
WV State Board of Education Policy 2510

Revised 8/26/08
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It shall be the policy of the Board of Education to acknowledge each student's successful completion of the graduation
requirements of the State and County by the awarding of a diploma at fitting graduation ceremonies.

The Board shall award a regular high school diploma to every student enrolled in this County who has completed the standard
graduation requirements. An eligible student with disabilities who has been determined by an |EP Team to be unable, even with
extended learning opportunities and significant instructional modifications to meet State and county standards graduation
requirements may receive a modified diploma. Beginning with school year 2008-2008, an eligible student with disabilities who
meets the criteria for instruction based on modified standards may pursue either a standard or modified diploma. These decisions
are specified on the student’s IEP.

The requirements for graduation from high school include earning necessary units of credit in grades 9 through 12 as established
in State law and WV State Board of Education Policy 2510 sets forth with specificity the graduation requirements for students
entering grade 9 in the school years 1999-2000 through 2008-2009, and beyond. In addition to these State requirements, the
Marion County Board of Education requires the following:

For students entering grade 9 in the school years 2004-2005 and 2005-2006 of sixty (60) hours of experiential learning.

For students entering grade 9 in the school years 2006-2007 and 2007-2008:

B. 21st century passport

Students in the professional pathway and college bound students in the skilled pathway, who do not
achieve the State assessment college readiness benchmark for English, shall be required to take a college transition English
course during their senior year. This course must be offered annually.

21t is the intent that students in the professional pathway will take mathematics annually, but must take at least three (3)
mathematics classes in grades 9-12.

3physical Science, Biology or Conceptual Biology and Chemistry or Conceptual Chemistry shall be taken in consecutive order.
Conceptual course credits may not be accepted by four (4) year higher education institutions.

4t is highly recommended that students take the high school social studies courses in the listed sequence to ensure maximum
understanding of the material to be learned. World Studies to 1900, United States Studies to 1900, Twentieth and Twenty-First
Centuries Studies and Civics for the 21st Century should be taken in consecutive order. The social studies content standards and
objectives are constructed in such a way that information progresses sequentially through time periods and builds the foundation
for successful achievement of the complex concepts that follow.
