Final Exams --- Final exams will be given to the principal two weeks prior to testing
period.

Guidance --- Guidance services are available to every student in the school.. These
services include assistance with educational planning, interpretation of test scores,
occupational information, and help with home, school, and/or social concerns, or any
question the student may find he/she would like to discuss with the counselor.
