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PROGRAM OF STUDIES FOR SUMMERS COUNTY SCHOOLS

The Summers County Board of Education is committed to establishing high academic standards and
providing high quality programs for every student in Summers County Public Schools. The Board will
collaborate with parents, educators, commurities, business and indusiry, and higher education o fulfill
this commitment. It is important that the entire Summers County community-the board, the schools,
students and families, and the community at large-cooperate to establish high expectations for student
performance and become actively involved in the education process, thereby enabling students to
succeed in the classroom and the workplace, lead regarding and produciive Lives, and participate
responsibly in society. The major purpose of this poficy is to improve the quality of leaming and
teaching in the public schools and to insure that equal education opportunities are provided to all
public school students. Equal education opportunities to achieve one’s potential include, but are not
limited to, comparably high quality programs of study, including work based experiences, student
support programs, personnel, facilities, insiructional materials, supplies, equipment, technology
integration, and effective instructional practices.

Program Definition:
The educational program in Summers County is defined in broad terms as all the education activities
that take place during the school day and the school year. The education program provides education
opporttunities for students to master the basic skills, and to develop broader knowledge and skills
necessary to function effectively in responsible adult roles. The education program is based upon the
best information available regarding effeciive practices and information that is provided through
responsible research so thal the program of educaiion is cfficient and effective. The education program
is structured and based on four programmatic leveis: early childhood education, middle chitdhood
education, adolescent education and adult education. Within these programmatic levels, the education
program includes the programs of stedy that make up the curriculum, instractional practices, and
student support services.
Programs of Stady
Early Childhood Education (Crades Pre K-4)
Early childhood education is the beginning of formal education in Summers County public schools.
Pre-kindergarten and kindergarten provide deveiopmenial activities designed to stimulate the
intellectual, physical/motor and social/emotional development of the child and begin the process
mastery of the required basics. The education program in grades 1 and 2 gives priority lo the mastery
of the required basics of reading, wriiing, mathematics, and computer skills and reinforoes the
devetopmental activities with emphasizes on inicgration of career awareness and the use of other
technology skills.

K3 Program of Studies
These core program shall be taught daily with a reteaching component ensuring mastery of the
instructional objectives: Reading, English Langusage Arts, and Mathematics. Reteaching is to occur
dailly for those students needing more help.

These required programs of study may be iaught as separate or integraied programs but need not be
taught daily: Science, Svcial Stedies, Art, Music, Physical Education, and Health.

Components of career awareness and the application of technology shall be incl uded during instruction
in all subjecis.
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The study of foreign language is encouraged.

Students demonstrating mastery of instructional grade level objectives in the programs of study are to
be provided the opportunity to advance to the next grade level objectives.

Early Childhood Grades 3-4 Program of Studies
These core programs of study shall be taught daily with a reteach component ensuring mastery of the
content standards and objectives: Reading, English Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, and
Social Studies. Science and Social Studies may be (aught as separate or integrated programs.
Reteaching is to occur daily for those students needing more help.

These required programs of study may be taught as separate or integrated programs but need not be
taught daily: Art, Music, Physical Education, and Health

Components of career awareness and the application of technology shall be included during instruction
in all subjects.

The study of foreign language is encouraged.

Students demonstrating mastery of instructional grade level objectives in the programs of study are to
be provided the opportunity to advance to the next grade level objectives.

Middle Childhood Education (Grades 5-8)
Middle childhood education builds on the results of early childhood education. It provides education
to extend competence in basic skills; develop self-understanding, self- knowledge, independence, and
interdependence; and engage in exploratory experiences in academic and career areas. The middle
childhood education program builds on and emphasizes extension of basic skills, including
technological skills, broadening of academic skills to assist students in making the transition from
childhood to adolescence and experiencing career exploration to develop student transition plans for
grades nine and ten.

Middle Childhood Program of Studies
These core programs of study shall be taught daily with a reteach component ensuring mastery of the
instructional objectives: Reading, Eaglish Language Arts, Mathematics, Science and Social
Studies.
These required programs of study shall be taught at each grade level each year as separate subjects:
Art, *Music, Physical Education, and Fealth.

These required programs of study shall be tanght annually: * * Career Exploration,
«*+Developmental Guidance, and ****Foreign Language.

Career awareness and the application of technology shall be taught in all programs of study. Students
demonsirating mastery of instructional grade level objectives in the subjects are to be provided the
opportunity to advance to the next grade level objectives. Each 8th grader shall complete a course in
Introduction to the Clusters
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*Choral and instrumental music must be offered no later than grade six

** These experiences based on content standards and objectives must be provided to students during
grades five through eight and may be integrated or taught as a separate course. Where feasible,
consideration should be given to using modular technology education labs to enhance career
exploration.

*#* This may be integrated or taught as a separate course.

*»¥* Foreign language is encouraged to be taught as a separate program in grades five and six.

Two years of the same foreign language must be offered for students in grades seven and eight. The
foreign ‘

Language(s) chosen to be offered must be taught at the high school the middle school students will
attend.

Schools may choose from iwo learning sequences:

1. 7th grade exploratory course(s)/8th grade Level I of the foreign language. Students will receive
one high school credit at the end of 8th grade upon mastery of the content standards for the Level I
course.

2. 7th grade Level 1A of the foreign language/8th grade Level IB of the language. The Level I course

Is delivered over a two-year period. Students will receive one high school credit upon mastery of the
content standards for the course.

Elective offering not based on WVDE Instructional Goals and Objectives must have written goals and
objectives approved by Summers County Board of Education.

Adolescent Education: Adolescent education (grades 9-12) provides students with the intellectual,
social/emotional, physical, and technological capacities for successful entry into adulthood. The
adolescent program provides challenging and rigorous courses in the programs of study that will
enable students to achieve high levels of competence so they can complete graduation requirements,
receive and be prepared to successfully enter and compete in the workplace or in post secondary
education. Students in the adolescent education program will have the opportunity to examine the
system of career clusters and to select and complete a career major.

Program of Studies for Adelescent Education
Summers County High School will follow the graduation requirements as specified in WV
Department of Education Policy 2510.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
Standard Diploma: A Standard Diploma will be awarded to each student who completes the Core
Requirements, Career Major, required Work Based Learning, and the required unrestricted electives.
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Modified Diploma: A Modified Diploma will be awarded to each student who completes a program of studies
driven by an Individualized Education Plan that does not meet the criteria for a Standard Diploma.

ADULT EDUCATION
Adult education is designed to meet the education, employment and training, economic, civic,
cultural, social, and recreational needs of adults in the community served by the schools. The
following program alternatives will be offered in the Summers County Adult Education Program based
on need and availability:
