3Two of the four required math credits above must be Algebra I and
above. Successful completion of Applied Math I and II is equivalent
to an Algebra I credit. Math courses selected for credit must be
relevant to the student’s career pathway. Applied Geometry may be
substituted for a formal course of geometry.

4For students entering Grade 9 in the school years, 2003/2004 and
2004/2005, science consists of Coordinated and Thematic Science 9
and 10, and one course above the Coordinated/Thematic Science 10
level. For students entering Grade 9 in the school year, 2005/2006,
and who elect either the Skilled or Entry Pathway, science consists of
CATS 9 and two courses above the CATS 9 level; for students
entering Grade 9 in the school year, 2005/2006, who elect the
Professional Pathway, science consists of CATS 9 and three courses
above the CATS 9 level. A minimum of 50 percent of the instructional
time in all science classes will be devoted to “hands-on” activities.

SHealth Education must comply with WVDE Content Standards and
Objectives and include instruction in the prevention, transmission and
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spread of AIDS and other sexually transmitted diseases; alcohol,
tobacco, and drug abuse education will also be included.

6The Arts credit must be from the fine and performing arts (dance,
music, theatre, or visual arts).

7p work-based learning experience is required for students sometime
during Grades 9-10-11-12. All work-based learning and community
service projects must be approved by the appropriate school
personnel.

UNITS OF CREDIT

1. A unit of credit will be awarded based on demonstrated
mastery of the instructional goals and objectives and the
satisfactory completion of all course requirements.

2. Any student who successfully completes a high school level
course prior to grade nine shall receive full credit for that
course toward his/her graduation requirements. The student's
permanent record for Grades 9-12 shall indicate completion of
the course.

The grade for any high school level course taken prior to grade
nine becomes part of the student's permanent record and is
calculated into the student's cumulative GPA (grade point
average).

3. Individual high schools shall have the authority to increase
these requirements for students in their schools subject to
approval of the Wetzel County Board of Education.

4. Some students benefit by taking courses in addition to those
offered by the local school. Credit shall be awarded for these
courses provided certain criteria are met:

a) Credits shall be accepted for successful
completion of college classes. These units
of credit may be used to meet graduation
requirements, based on stipulations in
Policy 2510 and 2520.

b) Credits shall be accepted for successful
completion of a course in an approved
summer school, with documentation.

c) Credits may be accepted from WV Virtual
School and correspondence  schools  if
approved by county/school personnel in
advance {prior to taking the course).

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Schools may use credits earned in previously attended
accredited schools to meet graduation
requirements if approved by county/school
personnel.

CERTIFICATE OF PROFICIENCY

1. A Certificate of Proficiency and/or a Transcript which reflects the following
information will be provided to every Wetzel County high school graduate: a)
Statewide test assessment results. b) High school courses taken (in Grades 7-12)
with grades and credits received. ¢) Computer instruction received. d) GPA for all
high school courses completed, regardless of the grade level when completed. €)
Class rank of total graduating class. f) Attendance per year for Grades 9-12. g) Co-
curricular and extracurricular activities. h) Grade scale, including letter/numerical
equivalent. i) Special competencies and honors. j) Technical training and credential
(s) acquired. k) Successful completion of a career major. and 1) Formal work-
based learning experiences completed.

2. A skills improvement program for students not
meeting the state proficiency level (Mastery) in math, reading
and language arts is required.

SPECIAL EDUCATION

Students with disabilities so severe that content standards and
objectives for required and elective courses are not appropriate will
have a modified program of studies as designed by the Individualized
Education Program (IEP) Committee, and will receive a modified
diploma. Every attempt will be made to provide special needs
students the same curriculum (content standards and objectives) as
all other students. This may be accomplished through a change in
delivery, extended time, extra help, specially designed instructional
objectives,  different teaching strategies, use of special
media/resources, and sound evaluation technigues.

ATTENDANCE

Attendance for all four year during Grades 9-12 is important to attain
full benefit from the educational programs offered in the schools of
Wetzel County. Therefore, all students shall be scheduled for the full
instructional day for all four years unless granted an exemption.
Exemptions may be made by the Wetzel County Board of Education
to accommodate placement into college courses, advanced vocational
programs, mentorships, shadowing, or for other compelling
circumstances.
