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1.0. PURPOSE:  
To provide educational programs for segregated, restricted or suspended adult inmates.

2.0 APPLICABILITY: 
Procedures apply to all Institutional Education Programs in adult correctional facilities.

3.0 POLICY STATEMENT: 

Educational programs shall be provided for all segregated, restricted or suspended adult inmates in all adult correctional facilities with segregated populations. These programs will be similar to programs offered to general population and will follow security regulations required for this population. 
4.0 DEFINITIONS:  

4.1
“ABE/GED” means adult basic education and general education development.

4.2
“Segregated” means inmates who are kept in separate housing from the general population and who are not available to attend regular classes.

4.3
“Restricted” means that the inmate has been kept from coming to class for security reasons and must be provided alternative education programs.

4.4
“Suspended,” means that the students have been taken out of class for security reasons or lack of attendance.  They must wait sixty (60) calendar days to return to class and are not usually eligible for classes during period of suspension.

5.0 PROCEDURES:

5.1 The institution identifies the area or areas which are to be used for segregated or

restricted inmates.

5.2 The WV Department of Education designates a teacher(s) to provide educational 

Services for SRS students.

5.3 Instruction for inmates who are serving ninety (90) calendar days or less in segregation

may be limited to correspondence classes.

5.4 Students in segregation or restricted areas must request in writing to enroll in an educational program. Students enrolled in a program prior to being placed segregation or a restricted area may continue in that program while in segregation or restricted area.

5.5 The following programs may be offered: ABE/GED classes and affective skills programming.   At Mt. Olive Correctional Complex, the Quality of Life Program will also be offered to those students recommended for this program by security staff. 

5.6 All students must return an assignment within one week in order to continue in the class.

Students who have not completed a lesson at the end of the one week period will be dropped from the class and will not be eligible to enroll in another program for sixty (60) calendar days.

5.7
All classes taken in segregation or restricted areas will be recorded on adult transcripts

located within each individual inmate’s school records and designated as segregated, restricted or suspended classes.

5.8      Upon release from segregated or restricted area, students may enroll in the regular school program following established procedures for class enrollment.
