As a result of your written revocation of consent for special education services, the district is providing you with written notice of the district’s proposal of the following action(s) with regard to:     

___ the educational evaluation or re-evaluation of the student.
___ the identification of the student as having an exceptionality. 

___ the educational services and/or placement of the student. 

___ the provision of a free appropriate public education (FAPE) to the student. 

___ other parent/adult student written request to cease services.
Specifically, the district is proposing that the student will no longer be considered a student with an exceptionality under IDEA and special education services will no longer be provided due to revocation of consent by the parent/adult student.  The cessation of services will mean that procedural safeguards and FAPE, including disciplinary protection under IDEA will no longer apply; testing accommodations will not be provided; transition to post-graduate activities and services will not be provided; a re-evaluation will not be conducted unless parents/adult student request a new evaluation/reinstatement of special services which may be done at any time.  Dismissal from special education may impact the student’s classroom achievement, grades, accumulation of credits and graduation.  It may impact services provided by other agencies such as SSI and vocational rehabilitation.   
Unless a request to continue Special Education Services is received in writing on or before                                , these services will cease on that date.

The following is an explanation as to why the district is taking this action:  parent/adult student written revocation of consent for special education services.
The evaluation procedure(s), assessment(s), record(s) or report(s) the district used as a basis for the proposed action are:  parent/adult student written revocation of consent for special education services.   
Other options considered include: requesting that parents/adult student considered allowing the district to continue to provide special education services.

The reasons the above option(s) were rejected are:  the parent/adult student has revoked consent for special education services despite efforts to explain the unintended direct and indirect consequences of this action.
