Assessment Plan for Middle and High School (Grades 4-12)
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Work on grade level curriculum with good instruction by all teachers.   Progress monitor every 6-8 weeks using classroom text assessment, classroom assessment for learning and benchmark assessment.





All students have taken the WESTEST and are at mastery or above.  All students are in the general Advanced or Benchmark tier.
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Students take an intervention program placement test (Oral Reading Fluency Grades 4-6), or vocabulary screening test and/or graded word lists.  All students are in the general reading English language arts class but have added support; Strategic Tier.





Work on comprehension strategies, vocabulary and writing in all content areas; progress monitor every 3-4 weeks with classroom assessments for learning and classroom text assessments.  Strategic tutoring can be offered.
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Students reading skills are limited; may replace traditional reading class with special program or supplementary materials; assessed with special program assessments (Language, READ 180, etc.) or special assessments such as a phonics survey or a phonemic segmentation test; Intensive Tier.





Work on spelling, fluency, vocabulary, writing and comprehension strategies.  Progress monitor with specialized assessment every 2 weeks to pinpoint problems and target interventions; consider phonics and phonemic awareness instruction.
