ÅSubstantial decrease in student performance 

from 2007-2008 and 10 year trend

ÅMore students need to be taking AP courses 

based on current PSAT data:

ïIn AP Calculus, only 40% of those students 

whose PSAT data demonstrate potential took 

the AP Calculus course

ïIn AP English, only 60% of those students 

whose PSAT data demonstrate potential to 

take AP English courses took them



RATIONALE

ÅGrade inflation

ïWV students reporting an A+ grade point 

average have an average combined SAT 

score of 1700 compared to the national 

average of 1800.

ÅUtilize the PSAT results for instructional 

decisions, course selections and career planning

ÅEncourage students, based on their PSAT 

results, who are likely to succeed in AP courses 

and score a 3 or better on the AP exam to take

ÅSchools will be invoiced for 9th and 11th

grade students.
