General Information

     Jay is a fifth grade student. He scored above average and distinguished in Reading/Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies last year on the 4th grade 2010 WESTEST2. Using the Lexile Analyzer, Jay is found to read at the 880 Lexile which corresponds with high 5th grade or low 6th grade reading level. According to his fifth grade teacher, his work is above and beyond what is required at least 90% of the time in the classroom. According to Interest Inventories given on January 14, 2011, Jay indicated higher interests in animals and history. At school, he likes music, art and social studies, and he participates in band. He would like to learn French and Spanish if these languages were offered. In math class, he likes fractions and algebra. In social studies class, he likes the study of the 1900s time period, and he enjoys learning about United States geography. In science, he likes the study of genes. In his spare time at home, he enjoys watching television and playing or watching basketball. Jay also indicates that he likes to read realistic fiction. He dabbles in writing poetry, enjoys free drawing, crossword puzzles and word searches. Jay’s chosen career interest at this time is Law. The topic he has chosen for his independent study in project based learning is relevant to his stated career interest.
Functional Skills
    The Learning Skills/Behavior Rubric was completed on January 17, 2011. The outcome was an overall score of 51. This is considered proficient with regard to Jay’s overall behavior typically addressed in gifted education. Of the 20 elements addressed on the rubric, Jay is proficient in persistence, managing impulsivity, responding with wonderment and awe, finding humor, thinking interdependently, learning continuously, and ethical behavior. He was found to be distinguished in listening to others and in the work ethic. The elements where Jay is developing are thinking flexibly, metacognition (thinking about thinking), striving for accuracy and precision, questioning and posing problems, applying past knowledge to new situations, thinking and communicating with clarity and precision, gathering data through all senses, creating, imagining and innovating, taking responsible risks, reasoning, and civic responsibility.
     Specifically, Jay can think flexibly when new data is provided, but he needs guidance in using different strategies when original plan is not working. He is aware of learning processes and can use them with visual aids and teacher guidance. He is learning to develop a product that matches criteria. He requires prompting to generate appropriate questions. He can articulate his thoughts and ideas with some assistance via oral, written or multimedia communication. He can, with assistance, solve problems using all available sensory pathways and can generate more than one original idea with assistance. 
     Teacher observation, during the process of research learning and gathering for the project based learning experience in the past year, corroborates the areas on the Learning Skills/Behavior Rubric where Jay is developing in these skills. For example, Jay is learning, with assistance, how to reason at greater depths of knowledge. Although Jay is not familiar with the research process, he is learning that understanding and implementing the process are more important than the final product. He is learning to use technology to organize his ideas and thoughts, but he still needs more instruction in this area. Another area that Jay finds extremely challenging is developing ideas and questions at different depths of knowledge. Interpreting information as presented on charts and graphs and applying the information to what he already knows is also a challenge for him. 
     Although Jay is performing above grade level according to his classroom benchmark assessments throughout the year, he will benefit from learning skills that will provide enrichment and depth to the fifth grade curriculum. He is still developing in a number of elemental learning and thinking skills, and he needs to participate in activities that will enhance the overall achievement of these skills at least to the proficient level. Independent study via project based learning can provide some of these learning activities.
