Activity 19
Title: Exit Slip
Module:  Reading as a Tool for Thinking and Learning

Procedures for conducting the activity:

Since students tend to remember the things at the beginning and at the end of the class, Exit Slips are valuable as an opportunity to reflect on information studied in class. For a closing activity, ask students to respond to one or more of the following prompts:
 What did you learn today?
 What do you need more information about?
 What would you like to learn more about?
 What surprised you today?
 What was the best part of class today?
 What was your least favorite part of class today?
 How did you feel about class today?
 How could we have used our class time better?
 What would you have changed about class today?

Look at the Exit Slip handout and examine the types of questions that are found there. Design your own questions to use right before students leave your classroom.

You will need the Exit Slip Transparency. Cite the research that students tend to remember the things at the beginning and at the end of the class. Exit Slips are valuable as an opportunity to reflect on information studied in class. To demonstrate this activity, have participants complete an exit slip about the items discussed thus far in this workshop. Possibilities for exit slips include:
 What did you learn today?
 What do you need more information about?
 What would you like to learn more about?
 What surprised you today?
 What was the best part of class today?
 What was your least favorite part of class today?
 How did you feel about class today?
 How could we have used our class time better?
 What would you have changed about class today?

Refer participants to their Exit Slip handout. Have them come up with a list of at least 5 questions they might use at the end of class.
