Tips for Helping Your Child Synthesize Information
· Model the thought process that you go through when combining important information.

· As you read aloud to your child, stop frequently to ask what might be important enough to remember.
· Help your child organize the information he/she is learning by creating categories.
· Ask your child to summarize information periodically during reading.

· Ask your child, “What does all this mean to you?” after reading.

· Ask your child to put all the information together and formulate the overall message of the text.

· Have your child retell what has been read.

· Share the events of the day with your child, sorting through what is important and what is not.
