Tips on Helping Your Child Develop Fluency

· Read aloud to your child.  You are a model for fluency.

· Encourage your child and provide support. Realize that he/she is likely frustrated by reading if fluency has not yet been developed. 
· Check with your child's teachers to find out about his/her word decoding skills. 
· If your child can decode words well, help him or her build speed and accuracy by: 

· Reading aloud and having your child match his voice to yours 

· Having your child practice reading the same list of words, phrases, or short passages several times 

· Reminding your child to pause between sentences and phrases using the comma or the period as cues 

· Give your child books with predictable vocabulary and clear rhythmic patterns so he/she can "hear" the sound of fluent reading while reading the book aloud. 
· Use books on tape and encourage your the child follow along in the print copy. 
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
