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Improving Achievement for All Students





Response to Intervention is the practice of providing high-quality instruction and intervention matched to student needs.  It requires using learning rate over time and level of performance to make important educational decisions.  At the core of Response to Intervention is the belief that each student has the right to quality mathematics instruction.  Each individual student should receive mathematics instruction that enables him/her to develop an understanding of grade level West Virginia Content Standards and Objectives.

Similar to the West Virginia Three-Tier RTI Model for Reading, Response to Intervention in mathematics will also follow a Three-Tier Model.

Tier 1 instruction in mathematics provides quality instruction to all students including:
· Standards-based instruction and curriculum
· Research-based mathematics practices

· Differentiated instruction

Tier 2 instruction in mathematics provides additional support to students identified with marked difficulties and insufficient response to Tier 1.  The instruction provided within Tier 2 is in addition to the classroom instruction provided in Tier 1.  Instruction in Tier 2 should incorporate additional materials and strategies including:

· Research-based interventions

· Explicit, scaffolded instruction

· Error correction

· Identification of misconceptions

· Peer interaction and collaboration

· Additional practice opportunities

Tier 3 instruction in mathematics provides customized instruction beyond Tier 1 and Tier 2 for students with significant difficulties who have not responded to instruction in Tier 1 and Tier 2.  Tier 3 may include:
· Replacement program that provides intense intervention

· More explicit and intense instruction than Tier 2.

· May or may not include a special education identification.
