FAT P
Simple academic performance prompts articulate as format, audience, topic/content focus, and purpose.

Example:

Think about a time when you were surprised (topic). Write a letter (format) to a friend (audience) in which you describe that experience. Use a logical narrative sequence with concrete sensory details to help your friend understand what this event was like and how you experienced it (purpose).


GRASPS
More complex, or culminating, performance assessments should represent authentic use of the knowledge, skills or concepts being assessed,  and are often framed around the acronym GRASPS.





G= real world goals





R = real world roles





A = real world audience





S = real world situation





P = real world products and performances





S = standards for acceptable performance
Example:

You are a member of a team of scientists investigating deforestation of the Amazon rain forest. You are responsible for gathering scientific data (including such visual evidence as photographs) and producing a scientific report in which you summarize current conditions, possible future trends, and their implications for both the Amazon itself and its broader influence on our planet. You report, which you will present to a United Nations sub-committee, should include detailed and fully-supported recommendations for an action plan which are clear and complete.
