FAT-P Rubric

Teachers cannot wait until the end of a standards-based unit of instruction to assess all cited content standards, specific learning targets, learning skills or technology tool standards.  Teachers must use an assessment process that includes multiple forms of assessment for learning. One of these formative assessments could be an academic prompt. We recommend using the acronym FAT-P to design quality academic prompts.
